It’s Alive

Props: A large package wrapped in brown paper, containing a Bible.

Characters:

Actor 1: Scared of everything.




Actor 2: Worried about the box.

Actor 3: Sceptical about everything.

Actor 4: Curious, wants to get to the bottom of the mystery.

This sketch needs lots of mystery, suspense and overacting.

The package is on the floor, centre stage. The four actors approach it nervously.

1: It’s alive!
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2: It …. It can’t be true.

3: I don’t believe it.

4: What is it?

2: Don’t go near it.





1: Watch out, it might grab you.

3: Well, it looks harmless.

4: Where do you think it comes from?

2: Shh … it might answer back.

1: Do you think … (he gulps) … Do you think there’s anything in it?

4: I don’t know, but there’s only one way to find out! (He goes to open the package.)

2: No, don’t!

4: Why not?

3: Because once it’s open …

1,2,&4: (incredulous) Yeah.

3: We might not shut it up again.

4: What are you afraid of?

1: (pause) The unknown.

3: (suddenly shouting) Help! I can’t see!!!

1,2&4: (all turning round in panic) Why???

3: I’ve got my eyes shut!

4: What are we going to do?

1: Let’s run for it.

2: Make a quick get away.

3: I don’t want to be here when it goes off.

4: But who sent it? What’s it for? Who’s it for?

3: I bet it comes from the powers that be.

4: Listen, there’s no way of telling where it’s from unless …

2: Unless what?

4: Unless we …

2: Oh no, don’t say it.

3: I can’t bear this any longer, the suspense, the mystery, the overacting.

4: Unless we open it, I’m going to find out what this is all about. We need to know 

who it’s from. Once we have that we have the whole picture.

1: He’s so brave.
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2: So inquisitive.

3: So …stupid!

They all cower.

4: Here goes … (He opens the package.)

1,2&3: (gasps)







4: It’s the bible!

1,2,3 (freeze) 

4: Reads the selected reading from the bible.
